We are 
happy for them as they continue their journey in the RCIA program. We look forward to 
receiving them into full communion with us and being part of our parish family.  
 Beginning next month, we will be launching a new program—a program that will 
help us in our spiritual journey whether children, teens or adults. 
 If you remember back in September 2016, the parish came up with a survey facili-
tated by the Evangelization Ministry asking each and every one of you about your particular 
spiritual needs apart from attending mass or being involved with the different ministries that 
can help you grow in your spiritual life and be closer to God.  Many of you responded with 
various interests like doing bible studies, learning more about church history, sacraments 
and liturgy with some suggestions of having a day of reflection/retreat, film viewing and 
forming a Catholic Book Club.

History of St. Mary’s—Week 1 
It was here in Freeport that the famous Done-
gal colony crossed the river in 1796, while a few 
stragglers seƩled in the country along Buffalo 
Creek, which empƟes into the river immediate-
ly below the town.  It is not known whether     
Father Lanigan, in his visit to Donegal in 1801, 
or Father Heilbron, in his two years later, came 
to Freeport.  At that Ɵme, Mass was celebrated 
in the lower part of the town in a house that 
was under construcƟon by the Boland family.  A 
number of men laid a temporary floor and 
threw some boards over the joists of the sec-
ond story, under which the altar was to stand, 
while the priest heard confessions under a tree 
a distance away.  Many had come fasƟng, per-
haps from eight or ten miles, but Mass was not 
said unƟl all confessions were heard.
